My Fairy Garden’

Did you know that fairies are everywhere? They are! Not everyone can see
them, but for those of us who can, they’re a magical sight! Fairies love nature,

so you'll usually find them near flowers, tree and toadstools, or among other wild
and beautiful plants. You can invite fairies into your home by creating magical
gardens...it's true! They will quickly become your friends when you give them

a lovely home and help them care for it!

This set includes everything you'll need to make a special garden Lily Pond for
the fairy Calla! Calla loves the delicate beauty of nature around her, and tries
to surround herself with beauty in her home. To Calla, beauty is not merely
something seen, but also something felt and heard—like the satin feel of lush
leaves, and the peaceful sound of trickling water. Calla enjoys the laughter of

friends, and the warmth of her dainty teacup.

Once you build Calla’s Lily Pond and start growing your garden, you can make

it even more enchanting by adding your own flowers and decorations!



Contents: Teacup House, 3 Leaves and Stem, Bridge, Stream, Base, Seed
Packet, Soil, Watering Can (4 oz.), 4 Gardening Tools, Calla the Fairy, Fairy
Stand, Flying Cord, Nutmeg the Squirrel

Growing YOLH' Fairy Garden

* Place the compressed soil in a bowl with a litle more than
two cups of water and allow it to soften. The pucks will
absorb the water and expand...it's fun to watch them grow!

¢ Place the stream on the base, and assemble the leaves and
stem and place those in the base.

* Once the soil is damp (after about a half hour), break it up

with your gardening rake. Then, scoop soil into the base.

* Once the soil is in place, fluff it up with your garden rake
and make sure there are no dry areas.




Growing Your Fairy Garden (continued)

* Place the bridge over the stream, and

decide where the teacup house will go!

* Evenly scatter seeds on all of the soil
areas. Sprinkle them evenly about
1/8" to 1/4" apart. Using your gardening
tools, gently press the seeds into
the soil.

TIP: Planting seeds too close together will
cause them fo crowd each other out.

* Evenly sprinkle two ounces of water
(about half of your watering
can) onto your seeds.




Caring for Your Fairy Garden

® Check the water level daily to make sure the
soil and plants do not dry out. Soil should
always be damp (not hard or dry), but be
careful not to overwater!

¢ If you position your leaves in just the right
way, you can trickle water down them
and into the stream. The stream has
holes in it so it irrigates the soill Make
sure all soil areas get water!

TIP: For quicker germination, a plastic bag can
be placed over the entire set to hold moisture in.

TIP: If you overwater, ask an adult fo gently tip it
and pour water out, or soak it up with a paper
towel.
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Caring ][or Your Fairy Garden (continued)

* Put your fairy garden near a window that gets western or

southern sun, and rotate your gc:rden d0i|y.

TIP: Place your fairy garden on a sturdy surface so it won't fall or
get knocked over!

* Depending on the temperature and location, the seeds will
take about three to seven days to start growing. First you will
see sprouts come up through the soil, and then you will start
seeing some leaves and color. After six to 10 weeks, you will

see some flowers! Note: Plants and growth will vary.
